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In terms of Ancient Philosophy, the problem of self-knowledge has been at
the center of philosophical concern, with which human beings confronting
themselves in a relationship to what is not human, the natural and the
divine, try to offer valid explanations of the universe, gods, and men., These
explanations, whether they are called myth first or philosophy later, though
compete for the validity of the truth they provide, still give the insights
into the nature of the world we live, This course will introduce ancient
Greek myths and philosophical mythopoeia in the primary study of
philosophy.
