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The course aims to interpret Confucianism and Buddhism during the Sui and
Tang dynasties, as well as the theoretical frameworks, structures, and
characteristics of thought in the Song and Ming periods.

The course has two main focuses: first, Buddhism during the Sui and Tang
dynasties and the revival of Confucianism in the Tang dynasty; second, the
divisions of Song and Ming Confucianism and the characteristics of various
schools of thought,
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
