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SHIP IN A BOTTLE
The students are tasked individually to redesign on industrial cargo ship out of duty to be attached to an existing Taiwanese sea/riverfront city. The ship will be treated as a closed system not adding any additional weight for the urban infrastructure but still to be attached to it permanently. The engines are to be removed and the ship will be docked into a fixed position. 

The ship shall mirror the existing urban conditions presenting new alternative values in a more controlled and smaller scale. The solutions can include: bio ship, community ship, closed community ship (jail, hospital, hostel, alternative living, monastery etc. ), food production ship and alike. 
The course is linked to my previous works Sixty Minute Man in Venice Biennale 2000 and Post Industrial Fleet in Venice Biennale 2004.
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The mediator between the head and the hands must be the heart.
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
