English Literature I surveys an array of early British literary texts from the Anglo-Saxon period through the early 17th century with the goal to examine the selected literary works as both the cultural agents and historical products of their times. In this course, students will gain and demonstrate the ability to critically

1. Engage and appraise the selection of texts, grasping their universal and historicized themes as well as their conventional and/or innovative use of forms and literary devices that allow nuance in common humanistic themes;

2. Link and interpret the selected literary works in reference to the continuous and changing cultural history of pre- and early modern England;

3. Reflect and research on the dialogic relation of the literature and cultural history of pre- and early modern England.
