Objectives 

  In this class, we will focus on the practices of translating English texts into Chinese.  Students will gain experiences and confidence in English-Chinese translation by working on texts written in a variety of styles, subjects, and structures.  
Four main themes will be particularly addressed and discussed in this course, including (1) syntactic patterns (i.e. Voices, Clauses, etc.), (2) text/ work analysis: comparison and contrast of published translation texts, (3) terminology and its usage, and (4) sight translation vs. fluency training.    

Students will turn in three written assignments, conduct a group project regarding text analysis of translation work, and write a mid-term as well as a final exam.  Regular attendance is a must for this class.
