Course contents:  As a continuation of Sophomore Conversation, this course will focus on advanced oral/presentational skills in the form of speeches, reports, role play, discussions and debates. Students will be introduced to the conventions of group discussions and formal oral presentations through extensive practice in individual, pairs, and small-group tasks.  Based on topics chosen by the class or jointly with the instructor, students will work on improving oral fluency by giving impromptu speeches and oral summaries. In addition, they will continue getting practices to improve overall proficiency through task-/theme-based activities in a variety of format (see the following) designed to enhance participation and communication in a lively atmosphere. 
Requirements (I):  Each week several students will be assigned to present individually (about 10 minutes including discussion) on a topic of your choice (see  presentation format below). This can be something from newspapers, magazines, books, TV, internet, or experience sharing/anecdotal telling. Depending on the topics chosen, you may need to prepare handouts for the class and conduct a discussion after your presentation. Each week you'll also take turns to perform as a group (about 15 minutes) in some form as suggested in the following.
Presentation format:  To enliven our discussion, here's a list of possible "shows" you may choose from to do your presentation individually or as a group:

1 Drama (soap opera, role-play)     6 Entertainment News (movie, song, celebrity, etc.)

2 Newscast (prime-time news)       7 Consumer World ("Smart Shopper", consumer awareness)

3 Talk Show, Talk Radio                8 Cooking Show ("____'s Kitchen)

4  Debate                                         9 Chatterbox  (experience/information sharing on books, news) 

5 Game/Quiz Show
           10 Internet Treasure Hunt 

Note:  The left column (1-5) is intended for group work, the right column (6-10) for individual.
Requirements (II): Each week the class will focus on a topic determined by the teacher. The assigned task will be announced one week ahead of class. Students are expected to come prepared for discussion.
Attendance:  Regular attendance is expected. Two points will be awarded each week for attendance.  Zero points will be given for unexcused missed classes (or tardiness).
