Course Objective:
This course is designed to help learners to build up self-reading skills and stimulate their self-learning habits; it is to prepare students for the full language skills – listening, speaking, reading and writing.  Students, after taking this course are expected to have skills as follows

1. be able to understand content and to express their opinions 

2. be able to read by themselves and analyze the structure of the text
3. be able to understand the instruction given in English 

4. be able to develop vocabulary skill, and improve reading comprehension and rate (fluency).
All the lectures will be given partly in English to train students for listening comprehension and students are encouraged to practice the target language by answering questions in English; however, if they are not yet ready, they are allowed to respond in Chinese first and ask the teacher for help in English. 

Requirements:  
1. Students should actively participate in class activities (presentations, group 
discussions, debates, Q&A) and attend the class regularly.  Written assignments should be typed and handed in ON TIME.
1. Students must well prepare the lesson before they come for the class so that they can follow the discussions/lecturers and will be able to express their own thoughts.
2. There is no ‘right or wrong answer’, there is only ‘do it’ to prove that you have learned; if student have something to say but do not know how to say it in English, they can ask questions first. However, students should not use ‘my English is not good’ as the excuse to refuse to practice English.  In fact, I would expect you to improve more from learning.

3. This is your class, the teacher cannot learn for you; I am only here to help your learning easier so if you have any special needs for help, always come to ask.  Don’t give up yourself too early, or don’t complain that you fail at the end of the term.
