Course Description

The general scope of this course will focus on the consideration of crisis management in both theories and practices, drawing from the period since World War II and selected earlier crises as well as the response to the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001 in the United States. Issues like crisis prevention, escalation, management, de-escalation, termination, post-crisis management, decision making processes, crisis bargaining and negotiation, the role of third-parties, the role of intelligence, and decisional frameworks will be examined thoroughly throughout this quarter.

Attendance is required. From time to time, students will be called on to review material under consideration and be expected to actively participate in discussion.
