Textbook: Reading Package 
Course Design:  

Students are divided into 6 groups on 3/7 based on the result of pilot test. The class as a whole will read six articles on the following date: 3/14, 3/21, 3/28, 4/4, 5/16, 5/23. Each group will read aloud the article at the beginning of the class. Instructor will facilitate the discussion of the reading for the second-half of the class period.    

Grading:

1. Midterm Exam (40%) 4/18 
2. Final Project & Presentation (40%) – due date – 6/6. Students will be given a list of topics of interest. Each group is responsible for searching for one journal article and writes an abstract and makes an oral report in class. When handing in the final report, please submit the original article, written abstract and oral presentation documents.
