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The Aim of the Course:

This course aims to introduce the most significant social trend—globalisation. The great impacts of globalisation and the responses from different local societies will be the central issues of discussion. The cultural consequences of globalisation will especially be the focus of the course. On the one hand, it will deal with basic concepts of globalisation and culture, including homogenization, heterogenization, hybridization, mobilities, McDonaldization, McDisneylization and so on. On the other hand, this course will provide some case studies from different dimensions of culture to deepen the general understanding. They include the mobile people, spaces, and finance, as well as the understanding of globalisation by different senses.
Students in this course will be expected to learn a body of general knowledge about global society and culture through readings and class sessions, and produce analytical ideas through class discussions, group presentations, and a final project.
