Public Speaking in English for English Majors

Tentative Class Schedule

Objective: This course is designed to improve students’ skills in making effective public speaking in English.

Activities: Successful public speakers are made, not born. Therefore, practice is necessary to make improvement in public speaking skills. The following activities will help better students’ language and public speaking skills in the English as a second language situation.

1. Homework activity. The homework activity is designed to give students the opportunity to work independently to prepare and practice their speeches before class.   
2.Whole-class activity. Students are asked to present their speeches to the class. At the 

  same time, the instructor will evaluate their speeches and, then, make comments. 

  And students will have to rewrite their speeches and do further practice.

3. Small-group activity. Students are divided into small groups that consist of four to five members. Each member will deliver his or her revised speech again. The other member will listen and ask questions after the delivery. During the class session, the instructor will move from group to group to give assistance when necessary.

4. Whole-class to improve students’ fluency in spoken English, including pronunciation, intonation, and blending.
