Syllabus – Junior English Composition

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The major purpose of Junior English Composition this semester is to continue to help you become a more competent and confident communicator in English writing by identifying and training your proficiency in the essential writing skills needed for both academic and career success. 
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The course adopts an interactive approach to language learning by providing you with ample opportunities for guided practice and review in writing and editing. Major class activities include frequent writing in varied forms (memo, report, autobiography, and résumé) resulting in at least five fully revised papers. Junior English Composition will be divided into plenary sessions for lectures and review meetings for in-depth revision of your works. 
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Again, we will have the mid-term exam and skip the final this semester. All required assignments should be typed, not hand-written. Guidelines for writing each assignment will be clearly introduced in class. Assignments failing to observe the guidelines will receive NO grade. Attendance at all classes is therefore strongly recommended. Please e-mail your works to the instructor at least one week before your scheduled review meeting. Writing assignments reaching the instructor on or after the scheduled review meeting will be graded but not reviewed.
