Goals 
 
This course is designed to help students build up self-reading skills and stimulate their self-learning habits, to prepare learners to be the good readers and ‘storytellers’ by using literary texts and/or have students tell their own stories; it is to prepare students for the full language skills – listening, speaking, reading, writing and cross-cultural understanding. 
Objectives: 
Students, after taking this course are expected to have skills as follows

1. be able to understand content and to express their opinions on the contexts

2. be able to read by themselves and make meaning to their own reading

3. be able to understand the instruction given in English 

4. be able to re-tell stories from reading and to write their own stories

All the lectures will be given in English as much as possible to train students’ listening comprehension; students are encouraged to practice the target language by answering questions in English; however, if they are not yet ready, they are allowed to respond in Chinese first and ask the teacher for helps in speaking English.  Besides the required texts, students are urged to read supplementary materials which the instructor puts on her ‘Teaching Platform’ 教學平台.  It is expected that students will make a group of (7-10 people) themselves and choose one topic to study, explore and report by the end of each term.  This will be another evaluation of students’ performance to make up the score in case they fail the midterm/final examination.

3. This is your class, the teacher cannot learn for you; I am only here to help your learning easier so if you have any special needs for help, always come to ask.  Don’t give up yourself too early, or don’t complain that you fail at the end of the term.
4. Always follow the reading schedule listed below.  When you have prepared the lesson as I have planned to teach, chances for you to join the discussion and answer the questions are much higher as you can follow the discussions/lecturers and be able to express their own thoughts.
