Course Objective:
This course is designed to help learners to build up self-reading skills and stimulate their self-learning habits.  Students, after taking this course are expected to have skills as follows

1.  be able to understand content and to express their opinions 

1. be able to read by themselves and analyze the structure of the text

2. be able to develop vocabulary skill, and improve reading comprehension and rate (fluency).
Students are encouraged to practice the target language by answering questions in English.  They are also encouraged to read English materials on the internet.   

Requirements:  
1. Students should actively participate in class activities (presentations, group 
discussion, debates, Q&A) and attend the class regularly.  Written assignments should be typed and handed in ON TIME.

2. Students must well prepare the lesson before they come for the class so that they can follow the discussions/lecturers and will be able to express their own thoughts.
3. Students must at least present one oral report in class, sharing what they have read recently.  They can choose whatever topic they like.  A short essay or article will do.  Students are advised to post the presented essay on the Internet (Readathon閱讀馬拉松) so that the whole class can read it at home as well.  Remember to offer the source of the essay.
