Course Description


This course involves a careful and systematic study of the meaning and use of important financial terminology.  It does this by methodically considering the major financial markets, financial theory, and financial products used daily in modern economies.  The study of finance is particularly difficult because it uses highly specialized language along with very precise mathematical expressions to explain how financial markets work.  The focus of the course centers upon the five basic financial markets -- stock, bond, money, futures, and options markets.  In addition, such topics as the forward market, commercial and central banking, forex and balance of payments, as well as foreign exchange reserves are covered in detail. Because the language associated with financial products is intrinsically linked to the pricing of financial instruments, some time is spent showing how prices are determined and how these relate to the calculation of rates of return. 

       This course makes heavy use, both inside and outside of class, of the Internet and the instructor's website, as well as multimedia during the class. At times, current and historical financial data and important websites are thoroughly discussed.  The wealth of legal open source information that can be found on the Internet, as well as excellent online dictionaries and English testing facilities, make the use of a required textbook redundant and therefore unnecessary.
