A. Course Description

The purpose of this course is to enhance senior students’ abilities in the use of English for communicating architectural related issues. Contents of the course involve (1) article reading and discussions, (2) summaries of readings in written form, (3) writing of introduction and program of design projects for the semester, (4) oral presentation and critiquing of design projects, and (5) production of design project documents. 

B. Requirements

All students are required to have completed the general mandatory English course offered by the university, and the fourth year design studio course. Exceptions may be accepted if only permitted by the instructor. 

C. Grading Policies

1. Students are required to attend and participate in the class. Attendance and participation will make up 25% of the final grade.

2. Mid-term oral presentation covers 35% of the final grade.

3. Final oral presentation, critiquing, and documentation make up 40% of the final grade.
