Listening Log—Each week each student is required to listen to at least one hour of English (music or movies do not count).  The source can be a tape recording, CD, lecture, internet source, MP3 novel or book, radio play broadcast, news broadcast, etc.  You need to record the following information on a sheet of paper to turn into the instructor each week: your name and student number, date and time of listening (indicate amount of time also), a brief written description of the content and your reaction or gains from listening to it.

Language Practice—Each week each group in rotation as indicated above will be responsible for a twenty minute presentation which can consist of a language game, presentation of vocabulary or idiomatic expressions, report on some interesting language related topic, etc.

Dictation—Each week the instructor will prepare a short dictation to be given and corrected in class.
