OBJECTIVES: This one-year interdisciplinary course is designed to help the senior students familiarize with some fundamental analytical concepts and practices of Cultural Studies. 

            In the first semester, the readings will be organized around the central issue of how our cultural/sexual/social identities get to be represented in this postmodern consumer society. [我們的社會/文化/性別/情慾認同是如何形成的？又是如何操作表現於外的？] 



In the second semester, what has been learned conceptually in the previous semester will be put into interesting practice. Analytical work done by cultural critics from the local cultural arena will also be selected for the students to read and discuss.
