    Since the end of the Cold War, the problems and prospects of the Asia-Pacific region have drown increased attention from students of international politics, international economics and foreign policy. Interaction among the major powers of the region- the United State, China, and Japan- have taken on a particular significance. Scholars seeking to explore these renewed relationships in a dynamic and uncertain international context face many challenges 

    The course exam the historical, political, economic, and features of regional interstate relations in the Asia-Pacific region. Special attention will be devoted to a survey of relations between China and Major Asian-Pacific powers (ie., the US, Japan, Korea, ASEAN) and an examination of policy logics involving political, economic problems in this particular region. The course will also investigate changing levels of conflict of cooperation in the region and present more normative and theoretical approach to these issues. 
    The course will be organized to a lectural-discussion fashion. Grades will be based on class participation, paper presentation and final term paper.
