COURSE OUTLINE
Course Description
  This course introduces the study of political development and democratization by providing an overview of a discipline described variously as Theories of Political Development and Democratization , Conditions of Political Development and Democratization, Evolution of Political Development and Democratization Government, or Politics. We will also examine essential concepts such as the process of Democratization as well as the results and impacts derive from that. Since the discussion of current politics development and democratization provides us the experiences of the evolution of modern political system and lessons for future development. 
Course Objectives
The purpose of this course is to introduce the student to many aspects of political development and democratization. A broad overview will be presented that will touch on its theoretical construction, practical theories, and some examples from typical states. Students attend this class are supposed to understand basic terms in political studies and to foster an understanding of the complexity of political developing process since it is designed to introduce students to a variety of lenses used to explain political development together with to prepare students for further study in political evolution.

Course Requirements
This is an intensive and wide-covering course that meets 2 times a week and 2 hours for each. Regular attendance is expected at the lectures and regular attendance together with participation is expected in the discussion section. If you have more than 3 unexcused absences, the attendance/participation portion of your grade will suffer. Students are responsible for all required readings. There will be announced or unannounced quizzes on content of previous lectures. Generally quizzes will be given at the end of weekly classes. Required readings must be completed by the start of class on the day scheduled in the syllabus.
