Reading Diasporic and Queer Discourses

Objectives: This course attempts to delineate an oppositional discursive alliance possibly created by our collective reading into the discourses of diaspora and queer politics. 
With diaspora, we will investigate some of the current intellectual/ political controversies revolving around issues concerning (post-) colonial subjectivity, its (unattested) claims of oppression and victimization, formations of diasporic (un)consciousness, and remapping the cultural geographies of ethnicity, etc.  
With queer politics, the selected readings will demonstrate an alternative ethics of sexuality with which the hegemonic heteronormative assumptions about the continuities between anatomical sex, social gender, gender identity, sexual identity, sexual object choice, and sexual practice can be dismantled and rearticulated.
The imagined alliance between diaspora and queer, as a higher and more radical form of empowerment for the powerless and the underprivileged, shall certainly be put to our critical contestation inside and outside the classroom! 
Prerequisite: In order to assist and enhance the anticipated learning effects in the classroom through critical interactions among themselves, students are accordingly expected to have taken at least one graduate-level course on cultural or literary theory. 

Requirements: In addition to a longer final paper and a shorter mid-term one, students will be encouraged to actively participate in weekly reports and discussion based on the assigned readings.
