1、 課程目標 (Course Objective)：

Required for doctoral students majoring in English/American literature, this course provides a theoretical training necessary for advanced literary studies.  Though the need of a broad-based knowledge of contemporary literary theory is pressing, focus will be placed on the reading of texts by Gilles Deleuze (and Felix Guattari as well), for he has been and continues to be the most influential literary/cultural theorist.  As Michel Foucault has remarked, “Maybe one day we’ll see the century as Deleuzean.”  This course aims to present a clear picture of the intellectual terrains staked out in his theoretical work, and from that attempts will also be made to link to theoretical narratives relevant to the global and postmodern condition.
