Always complete the reading and writing assignments before the class meetings. Attend the class on time. Active participation in class is required. 

· Blogs 15%
Set up a blog by choosing one of the blog hosting services: blogger (www.blogger.com), Wordpress (www.wordpress.com), or learnerblogs (http://learnergblogs.org). We’ll collect all the URLs of your blogs in one week. With the list, go to Bloglines (www.bloglines.com) to subscribe to your coursemates’ blogs. Keep your learning journals (once a weekly at least) there and invite your classmates to comment on your entries. Remember, your blog serves as your e-portfolio. So, please add useful links of online resources or articles you read to your blog. Photos or any kind of file you create for this course can be uploaded too. To know more about blog projects, please visit “Weblogs in English Teacher Training.” 


· Group Presentation on ELT 15% 
Every group is to present an aspect of English teaching based on the reading assignments. The presentation aims to help the class understand the theory and practice of certain skills. It should include three parts:

1. the summary of the reading assignment

2. 3-5 teaching activities (try at least two of them in your presentation)

3. 2-3 useful links (resources/ tools/ software/ websites) related to the theme (introduce the features and the implication in English learning)

(Group) Handouts should be provided to the class and uploaded to your blog. After the presentation, individual group member needs to share your learning experience (reflection on reading and presentation) on your blog. The others need to comment on at least one blogs. Peer editing is suggested before you publish it. 
 
· School Visit Report 10%
We’ll visit three different kinds of schools: junior high, academic high school and vocational high school. One week after the visit, submit a 2 pages report about the visit. Peer editing is suggested before you upload it to your blog.

· Teacher Interview Report (Teacher’s Profiles) 10% (hard copy)
Find a teacher in high school level who is willing to accept your interview. Plan the interview questions in advance. And write a report of interview with the teacher. The report should include:
   The teacher’s learning and teaching background.
   The teacher’s belief and philosophy.
   The barriers and supports he/she faces in the teaching context.
   The teacher’s career cycle and professional development.
   Your reflection on the interview.

(Note: Peer editing is suggested before you hand in the report.)

· Microteaching 10%
With a hypothesis in mind, choose one task or activity related to English teaching you have read, learned or observed in the course. To test that hypothesis, you need to pick a grade level and a topic and conduct the research by teaching to your peers. 

· Small Scale Action Research (SSAR) 10% (hard copy)
Based on what you learn in this course, conduct a small-scale action research in the microteaching sessions. Write a report and hand it in one week after your teaching. There will be a guideline for you to follow. Your report should include:
   Why you chose the task.
   How you implemented it.
   What you feel you and your participants got out of it.
   What improvement you would like to make.
(Note: Peer editing is suggested before you hand in the report.)
