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Syllabus and Lesson Plan

I.
Course Description:

This course is designed to train the student in public speaking in English. Its purpose is three-fold: 1) to assist the student in expressing his ideas in correct English; 2) to motive the student through class participation, 3) to build up the student confidence and ability by speaking on psychologically cogent topics.

Textbook:

Student purchase is optional.

III.
Student Goals:

This course will assist students not only in the principles of public speech but also in practice. Listening skills and group verbal communication will enhance not only their thinking in English, but also their effectiveness in speech delivery.

IV.
Assignments: Topics

Assignments will be student-participation oriented; e.g. students will suggest and select their own desired topics. These selections with be oriented and monitored by the professor, without his interfering with class autonomy.

IV.
Grading

Student talks will be assigned a number grade according to the following criteria.

1. Completion of each assigned speech topic  – 70%

2. Student spoken participation as audience – 30%

3. There will be no formal mid-term or final exams.

4. Attendance (being present in class) – 30% 

           ***More than three absences is an automatic failure.
VI.
Attendance:

More than 20 minutes tardy will be regarded as an absence. More than three(3) absences a semester is an automatic failure for the semester.

Office Hours:

Though there are no regular office hours, any student needing an appointment should see the instructor prior to the beginning of class.

VIII.
Course Lesson Plan:

Lessons are to be fluid and open for free student participation. Topics to be assigned are to be approved by and voted on by the class body. Cogent and relevant subjects that are of interest to the students themselves will require each one speaking before his peers and fielding queries. Time limits will not be set, unless otherwise directed by the professor in his role as monitor.
