Course description:

The purpose of this course, as my course title would suggest, is to give students a practical experience performing in a full-length play.  This term the play to be used is Cupid and Psyche, a five-act comedy. Rehearsing will include work on pronunciation, stage blocking, and acting.  Students may also have to help in some of the promotional and publicity activities.
