Course description:

The course examines approaches to different issues in teaching, theoretical foundations to language teaching and the methodological principles and procedures derived from them. Students will acquire basic concepts of ELT theories, pedagogical principles, classroom procedures and develop practical teaching techniques through reading and in-class activities in the form of lecture, group discussion, demonstrative teaching, videotape viewing, and exploring ELT resources on the Internet. In addition to regular classroom activities, students will be required to teach in real classroom settings and will also have the opportunities to observe English classes in different teaching situations.

Course Requirements:

1. Attendance and participation: 30%:

Observation report: You will observe an English class of interest to you.  Write a one-page report that describes the class observed, analyses/evaluates the observed situations, and provides any suggestions that might help improve the effectiveness of the instruction.
