1. Teaching Philosophy 

Even in the beginning of 21st century, human beings still have a big problem with relationships. If you really think the solution to the problem of relationship lies in things, in others or in society, look again. It may just lie in ourselves, in our lack of self-knowledge. How in the world can you possibly expect to get on with somebody else when you don’t even know who you yourself are? My primary goal is to make students understanding themselves and their ways of communication. Part of the impact involves stimulating students to consider situations from perspectives different from those they normally adopt. 

2. Course Description:

There are similarities between the studies of myths in every ancient civilization, even when there could have been no link between these cultures. The symbolism of myth is an attempt to portray the basic energies behind life of behind human beings, therefore attract many psychologists or anthropologists. Freud’s Oedipus complex or narcissism, for example, have their Greek mythic origins. The American anthropologist Joseph Campbell contributed to mythic studies all his life. 
Thus, this course introduces twelve mythic characters, means types of personality and some relevant psychological principles or anthropologist point of view which are used in understanding Self more, therefore creating effective human relationships. Rather than supply students with static facts, I believe that the twelve mythic stereotype will serve them better by showing them how to define a problem, how to decide what they need to solve it, how to find and evaluate new information, how to recognize their limits, and how to be prepared both for change and to change.

· Lecture on major areas of the knowledge base of futures studies, modern theories, and postmodern theories;
