This course is an introduction to interpretation and critique skills for a public audience--specifically, skills grounded in, but not confined to, students’ collaborative work. That is, students will develop their ideas or write critique essays that engage elements and aspects of contemporary Taiwanese popular culture, that do so with each of their own vivid presence and voice.

During the weeks we will read a number of articles that address current issues in popular culture along with essays, by writers, scientists, philosophers, poets, historians, literary scholars, and many others. These essays will address a great many subjects from the contemporary world, using writers’ personal narrative and memoir to launch and elaborate an argument or position or refined observation. That is to say, reading what other writers have written, along with the frequent practice of writing, is what inspires students to write and helps them have something to say. 

Students will learn how to interpret and criticize an issue or a subject, or to write a great deal in the variety of forms that the essay genre embraces. They will offer their own writing, problems and questions in class workshops for response, suggestions, discussions or debates.
We will assess the in-class work of each student and will ask for a theoretically-informed position paper on one of the assigned readings. We will also assess the students on the group-presentations that they will be responsible for developing over the course and presenting their collective report. In addition, we want to encourage students to use these intensive reading, analysis and discussion in order to give students feedback and to help mold their final research paper.
