This course provides an overview of the major financial institutions and introduces basic risk management techniques and tools.

Classroom Participation
Whenever there is an in-classroom session, students are encouraged to ask questions and to provide feedbacks.  Attendance is not required.  However, each student is responsible for all material covered in class, regardless of whether the material is in the text.

Assignments

Two assignments will be given during the semester.  Each assignment will be graded on a 10-point scale.  All assignments are due before midnight on the due date.  Assignments that are less than 3 business days late will receive grades no higher than 50 percent of full credit.  Assignments over 3 business days late will not be accepted for credit.

The first assignment is due on March 15, 2007 and requires each student to send an e-mail to the instructor and to include the student’s name, student id and this class’s website address in the e-mail’s subject area and assignment 1 in the text area.  The second assignment is a questionnaire.  Students are required to put their names on the questionnaire, make a comment on anything they found interesting in the prior lecture (hopefully there will be something!), and to express any question they might have about the previous material.  These comments and questions will be addressed during the next in-class session. The answers to the questionnaires will not be graded. However, completing the questionnaire and turning them in on time will count toward student’s grades. The second assignment is due on May 17, 2007.
Exams
There will be two exams.  Each exam will last 1 hour and 30 minutes.  Exams must be taken at the designed date/time.  Exams will not be cumulative, although concepts developed in earlier chapters will be employed in later chapters.  No make-up exam will be given except for (1) reasons recognized by university guideline or (2) the student notifies the teacher directly and in advance with a verifiable excuse.  All exams are closed book and closed note.  If the student needs to reschedule the mid-term or the final exam due to a conflict, the student needs to submit writing explanation to the teacher two weeks in advance.

Appeal Procedure

If you believe that additional credit is deserved on your assignments or exams, you may submit a written appeal for up to one week after the assignment or the exam is return to you.  Your appeal should be typed, one page or less, and include explanations regarding which items deserve more credit and why.
Policy On Cheating

Cheating will not be tolerated.  Evidence of cheating will result in minimum penalty of a failing grade for the course (請參閱學生手冊).
