Tentative Course Schedule
In this course, students will examine two dimensions of grammar related to second and foreign language pedagogy. The first dimension is the grammatical knowledge itself, that is, the facts of English grammar that learners need to master to be proficient in English. Here we will examine both learner production data (learner corpus data) and pedagogical resources such as reference grammars. With the recent rise in the importance of phraseology and lexical approaches to language form instruction, a special focus of this course will be the relationship between grammar and lexis. Specifically, we will compare grammar-driven views of words with lexically driven views of grammar. The second dimension concerns the role of grammar within a language curriculum. In this respect, we will compare and contrast a range of views on the role of grammar in pedagogy, including explicit vs implicit instruction and learning, grammar-centered vs function-centered teaching approaches, among other aspects. Students will analyze learner production in order to determine what aspects of English grammar are difficult for learners at various levels of proficiency. Also, 
Grade: The course grade will be determined by written assignments, including a final paper, and on class participation, including class presentations and informal contributions to class discussions.
