Junior Translation 

Course Description: 

In Fall 2007, 80% of our class will be focused on translating English texts into Chinese.  We will spend 20% of our class time working on short translation of Chinese sentences into English, with an aim to building a stronger foundation for better capability of syntax, lexicon, and structures for Spring 2008, when translation of Chinese into English will be the main task.  In both semesters, we will look into a variety of texts written in different styles (i.e. Essay, Fiction, Non-fiction, Poetry.)  

Four main themes will be particularly addressed and discussed in this course, including (1) syntactic patterns (i.e. Voices, Clauses, etc.), (2) text/ work analysis: comparison and contrast of published translation texts, including “error” analysis (3) investigation of word usage, and (4) translation theories.
Students will turn in three written assignments, conduct a group project regarding text analysis of a translation work (or articles on translation theory), and write a mid-term & a final exam.  Regular attendance is a must for this class.
