COURSE OUTLINE
Course Objectives
This course introduces the study of EU political and economical situation and development by providing an overview of a discipline described variously as European Integration, EU Enlargement, EU Common Foreign & Security Policy and so on. We will also examine essential concepts such as the process of EU constitutional development as well as the results and impacts derive from that. Since the discussion of current EU political and economical development provides students the experiences of the evolution of European integration and lessons for future development.
