It focuses on analyzing some of the major issues of political economy in the Asia-Pacific region since the Asian Financial Crises in 1997/1998.

The themes of this course include: Changing Political Economy of the Asia-Pacific since 1945, The Asian Financial Crisis, China’s, Korea’s, and Japan’s Political Economy, Regionalism/sub-regionalism, International Trade and Institution-building in the Asia-Pacific.
