Part I. Description: 

Global competitiveness and educational changes are inextricably intertwined. It is deeply affecting the structure of higher education system. In order to keep up global competitions , the emerging education agenda such as global ranking, quality assurance, for-profit institutions are overwhelmingly discussed all over the world. 
Socially and culturally, global competition is influencing research and teaching, and the ability to deal with differences. It is also reshaping the mission of institutions through market influences and symbolic concerns about their own identity. Several current issues will be discussed in the comparative perspective, such as internationalization in higher education setting, global rankings, quality assurance, and the pursuit of excellence. Three main purposes are as follows:  
(1) search for the very meaning of global competitiveness and its implications for higher education institutions.

(2) realize the connections that global competitiveness is bringing about in higher education trends, policies and practices

(3) explore new areas for higher educational research and development in the 21st century. 
Part II. Readings:
For most course meetings, you will be expected to read and think about assigned sources, including primary and secondary ones. In short, both primary and secondary sources have to interrogated and interpreted in order to understand the contexts in which they were created, the purposes of their creators, and the biases and omissions inherent in any finite document. 
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Part IV. Requirements:

You are expected to do four things: 

1. Attend class, complete reading assignments, and participate in class discussions. This course has both discussion and lecture components. I will give an introduction for the reading assignment first. The warm-up questions will be prepared by teacher. Then the class will start with a discussion that focuses on the assigned readings and uses them to address larger questions. You are expected participate actively in these discussions. Question-posing to the class is especially encouraged, especially questions that may have no "right" answer. Each week, students are required to present the assigned reading. 
2.  Complete worksheet: You are supposed to complete worksheets in the different units after discussing with group members.
3.  Final Report: select a topic related to the content of the course and write a 10-page final paper( use APA Format)

Part V. Grading and Attendance Policies: 

1. reading presentation will together contribute 50% of the total course grade and final paper 50%.
2. As graduate students, you are expected to be mature and professional than before. 100 % attendance is expected. More than 6-hour excused and unexcused absence will result in a failure of the course.
