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Urban Nomad

The students are tasked to analyze an existing Taiwanese city and to mirror it with nomadic cultures. Each student will choose one nomadic culture: Mongolian, Sami, Tschuchtsi, Yakuti, Nenetsi, Eskimo / Inuit, Athabascan Indian, Berber, Beduin etc. study it and to make a presentation for the rest of the students. The chosen Taiwanese city will be analyzed from different individual view points for a common group presentation.  The city will be chalenged from the individual task nomadic view point and as an end result will be a presentation of a possible future way of an Urban Nomad including life style and movable / parasite architecture.

The Post Graduate students will go to Mumbai India for a student trip as student participants of Urban Flashes Mumbai / Chi Ti-nan for one week. During this week they are tasked with a design – build project connected to the Urban Nomad –theme. The Mumbai trip will be in Mid-January during the University’s winter vacation.
