1、 課程目標 (Course Objective)：

Designed for MA students majoring in literature, this course aims to provide theoretical and background knowledge necessary for a serious study of the novel.  As a literary genre, the novel has been garnering attention from the academia in a number of ways.  The rise of the novel under specific historical contexts, to begin with, has long been a focus of attention.  Changes in the novel’s narrative form in response to modes of production or the invention of new technologies have also provoked much discussion.  The mechanism within the novel and its interaction with other genres are realms deserving serious treatment.  Attention will also be given to various strands of the theory of the novel.  Three lectures, each about fifty minutes long, will be delivered to give background information.
