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In order to study <Green Architecture>, we have to recognize that there are many materials to learn it, which have different aspects and dimensions.

The followings are the canons showing the aspects, the dimensions and the directions.

1. Basic: The students have to recognize what is the global problems, what is sustainable design, and the typical topics of them and how they will be now.

2. Reading and Report: ‘Silent Spring’  written by Rachel Louise Carson, ‘Design with Nature’ written by I. L. McHarg, ‘Pantasie/Kultur/Politik’ written by M. Ende and some, ‘複合污染’ written by 有吉佐和子and ‘The Green History of the World‘ written by Clive Ponting or some. To find them in Chinese.
3. Knowledge: What are the materials of solar houses from Greek era to modern times, via Roman and some periods.

4. Continued, recognizing that the concept of ecology has influenced to green architecture by the movement of the passive solar and the environmental consciousness in the last 3 decades, we will know what sustainable design will mean and where it will go.

5. On the other hand, the design factors of green architecture have been classified and analyzed, explaining functions and ideas. There are the old and existing papers concerning passive solar cooling in hot area. Studying and checking them, the innovative design may be expected as many international conferences have discussed. 

6. However, the purpose of this lesson is not the finding of the innovative design but the recognizing of the invisible design and the encouragement of the further study concerning the natural environmental engineering views against the global problems.
