COURSE DESCRIPTION

     In this class, we will focus on the practice of translating Chinese texts into English.  The Chinese texts to be translated include fiction, non-fiction (essay and news articles), and poetry.   Students will have opportunities to translate different writings, and accordingly, will learn how to use a diversity of vocabulary, structures, and styles.  There will be a lot of exercises and revision of translation work.  Students are expected to try and use adequate words and sentence patterns to re-create the author’s voices and style.  Student’s maintenance of textual originality and creativity will be examined and discussed.  Through discussion, student’s translation work will be analyzed in class workshop, regarding lexicons, rhetoric, sentence structures, styles, voices, and creativity.
