In his classic essay, “The Work of Art in the Age of Mechanical Reproduction,” Walter Benjamin attributes the rise of the movies to the public’s changed mode of perception.  This course aims to raise the students’ awareness of the relationship between film and the change in the public’s structure of feelings, tracing the development of the cinema in terms of style and language.  The coursework is arranged around some film masters, with a view to tease out the techniques embodied in their trend-setting works.  In-class screenings will be arranged, in conjunction with the reading materials, to facilitate classroom discussions.
