柒、教學內容及進度：
This class seeks to introduce students with major people’s battles in the American history, including for a fair wage, an eight-hour workdays, child labor law, health and safety standards, universal suffrage, women’s rights, racial equality, and civil liberty under the “War on Terror.”   In addition, the contemporary mainstreaming of gay and lesbian identity—as a mass-mediated consumer lifestyle and embattled legal category — and a call for a renewed queer studies will be explored.  

The main contents of the class will be: (1) to review a comprehensive history of American people over time, with a specific focus on civil liberty; (2) to discuss the evolving civil liberty issues from various perspectives, and thereby understand the current social conditions; and (3) to assess the implications of evolving civil rights movement for the American society.  

捌、授課方式：
1. Class discussion on reading assignments to be led by students on rotation basis;

2. Small-group presentation of current cases on U.S. trade policy; and 

3. Individual report on literature review.    

The class is to be divided into several small groups.  Studying and brain-storming interaction within a group is strongly encouraged whereas individual diligence, attendance and contribution are expected.
