Course: Freshman Conversation    (Monday 1:10-3:00 @ T308)
Instructor: Yu-Ching Tseng (曾郁景)
Course Description: This course aims to improve students’ speaking and listening skills. Students in the class are encouraged to speak English only. Through listening lessons, grammar exercises, pair conversations, and group role-play, students will practice to express their ideas successfully, and by the end of this semester, they should gain the ability to communicate effectively in English.
Textbook: Interchange 2 (third edition). By Jack C. Richards, Jonathan Hull and Susan Proctor. Cambridge University Press, 2005.
Grading Criteria: The final grade will be based on 4 quizzes (10%), mid-term (15%), final exam (15%), individual presentation (10%), group role-play (10%), and TA’s assessment which is based on your lab session performance (30%). The remaining 10% will be given for class attendance and participation. 
Quizzes: All written, including listening exercise, grammar and vocabulary. (Quiz3 will be done at home during the week when the instructor is away.)
Midterm & Final: All written. Details TBA.
Individual Presentation: Each student should prepare a 10 minute powerpoint preparation. The topic can be anything that the student feels excited to share with everybody. For example, you can introduce your family members, tell us an unforgettable experience from your past, or you can talk about your pets, your favorite sports, movie, TV series, your traveling experience, your own imaginary story….

Group Presentation: 3-4 students should work as a group and create a play that includes dialogues and conversation. The play should be about 20 minutes long, but no more than 25 minutes.
