Course: English Writing    (Monday 10:10-12:00 @ T410)
Instructor: Yu-Ching Tseng (曾郁景)
Course Description: This course requires no textbook. We will emphasize on writing practices rather than theory. Writing activities will be employed both in-class and take-home based on the theme of each week. Through the process of draft writing, peer review, revision, class discussion, 2nd revision, students are expected to be able to write grammatically and coherently to effectively describe, explain, contrast, summarize, analyze, and successfully put ideas/concepts/arguments into words to construct a well-developed essay.
Grading Criteria: Your final grade is based on 5 essays (8% each, totaling 40%), in-class mid-term (15%), take-home final (20%), an oral presentation (10%), and a written report for your oral presentation (5%). The remaining 10% will be given to class attendance and participation. 
You can bring your own dictionary and grammar resource books to class when working on your in-class projects. All the take-home works must be typed in 12 Times New Roman fonts, with 1.5 lines spacing. When you hand in your essay, please include all the previous drafts, but a score will only be given to your final version. Your essays will be graded by 10 points; any late submission will be penalized by 1 point deduction per day.
In this class, an oral presentation is required for each student, details will be announced in the first week of December. As to mid-term and final, the format, content and regulations will be further discussed in class. Please note that make-up exam and presentation will be given only with documentable emergency.
