For A Track Graduates

Course objective: Writing well needs constant practice, so this course seeks to give students more opportunities to write, academically or otherwise. Given the difficulty graduate students often encounter when they start writing their thesis, this course aims to prepare them well before they engage themselves in the challenging task.
Course description: Class meets every other week for two hours. Each student is asked to write a 2-3 page essay, first summarizing a story, an essay, or an academic article, and then making a critical comment on it. During each session, students will be divided into groups to read and discuss the writings within each group, the purpose of which is to provide opportunities to learn from each other and cultivate critical capability. The latter will be especially useful in their academic studies and writing projects.
