Course Description

This course is an introduction of American foreign policies in the 20th and 21st centuries. The goal of this course is to help students to understand the constitutional, institutional and structural factors of U.S. foreign policies as well as the theories of the formation of alliance, the transformation of international system, and crisis management. Methodology will be offered during the two semesters so that students can learn how to write readable term papers. 
It is expected that students of this course will be able to develop a creative and independent way of thinking in their future studies. Students are required to attend lectures, classroom presentations, and special guest speeches by U.S. congressional senior advisors, officials, professors, scholars, and representatives from the American Institute in Taiwan and American Chamber of Commerce in Taipei. 

Paper Requirements: 
One 10-page double-spaced English paper and one equivalent Chinese paper. 

Grades: 
Grading will be based on the performance of two exams, one paper presentation and weekly classroom discussion.

Besides, neorealism, Neoliberalism, constructivism, the debates among the three “isms”, international political economy (IPE), international cooperation theory, international organizations, and international regimes will be discussed in my another course of American Hegemonic Leadership in the Age of Globalization (Fall 2008 & Spring 2009). The goal of that course is to help students to broaden their academic horizon and global vision.
