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Objective


In the past two centuries, Asia has been unique in America’s foreign relations. From maritime trade in the early days to military conflicts in the 20th century, today the United States continues its unparallel influence in Asia as the only super power in the post-Cold War era.

The course is design to provide students an introductory understanding of the relations between the United States and major countries in the Asia-Pacific region. A series of study of bilateral relationship will enable students to understand not only the commonalities and differences of America’s relations with different Asian countries, but also the challenges and opportunities in American foreign policy toward Asia as a whole.

Course Requirements

Students are evaluated by their performance in class discussion, oral presentation, and quality of assigned papers. There will be no in-class mid-term or final examination. Grade will be given based on four criteria: country briefing paper, individual and group presentation, policy memorandum, and class participation.

Mid-term Exam: Country Briefing Paper (40%): due on 11/11/2008
Students are required to write one paper that reflects relations between the U.S. and a specific country in Asia-Pacific. The paper should include three parts: evolution of U.S. relations with that particular country since 1945, current bilateral issues involving U.S. security and commercial interests, future prospect of the relationship. The paper should be doubled-spaced, no less than five pages and printed on clean white papers. Paper in English will get extra 5 points.

Group and Individual Presentation (30%):
Students are divided into five groups (see blow), based on geographic sub-region in Asia-Pacific and their country paper assignments. Each student is expected to give a 15-minute oral & power point presentation (20%) based on his/her country briefing paper. Individual presentation schedule for oral presentation goes with class schedule. In addition to individual papers, students in the same group should work together and prepare a five-page sub-region paper and a 10-minute oral and power point presentation (10%) by one representative. Students who serve as group presenters will receive extra scores in the final grade.

Final Exam: Policy Memorandum for a Presidential Candidate (30%): due on 01/06/2008
Each student is expected to act as foreign policy advisor to a U.S. presidential candidate (please specify) and write a three-page (typed, single space) memo on “U.S. Policy in Asia-Pacific Region in the New Century: Prospects and Options.” Policy memo should include: one paragraph summary, critique of the Bush Administration’s policy, options for change (pro and con), and policy recommendations.
