  Throughout their history in the United States, Asian Americans have shaped, and have been shaped, by the policies of our local and national governments.  This graduate level class aims to understand the American policy process, analyze current policies impacting Asian American communities, and to recommend courses of action towards social justice.  

  The course first covers general methods of policy analysis.  Through student-led discussions, we will then explore how debates around race,  immigration, poverty, and community development have led to the establishment of particular policies that have had far-reaching effects on Asian Americans.  Comparing readings from public policy, sociology, anthropology, history, and political science, we will critically analyze the assumptions framing these policy decisions.
