Course Description

  Religion in the United States is both pluralistic, yet unifying.  American is an exception in its high rates of belief in God, church attendance, and prayer. Asian American communities, not surprisingly, also become more religious upon developing in this context.  

  The course first covers the unique religious heritage and context of the United States.  It examines how religious freedom has led to a competitive religious marketplace. At the same, American mainstream culture has led to the homogenization of the American religious experience, regardless of the religion.  
  The class then explores how Asian Americans have adapted to this American religious landscape.  Through case studies of Asian American Buddhism, Hinduism, and Christianity, we compare how Asian American communities have similarly acculturated, yet remain distinct and innovative.
