This course will explore and debate key theoretical and practical issues of the teaching of literature.  Discussions will focus on introduction to fundamental issues, implications of the interaction between linguistics and literature of education, and issues raised by the inclusion of literature in the curriculum.   

Different viewpoints may reach a recognition of varied ways in which language and literature study are related and can be integrated.  Thus, this will be a course to explore both principles and specific problems of implementation in teaching literature.
