Objectives

German Cultural History will again be taken and discussed in its European or Central European context.
· The course has a double focus. We want to help you getting started in talking about cultural issues by making use of the English language. We want to help you as well in developing some familiarity with German cultural history.

· The course German Cultural History 1 has been limited to materials from and around the early 20th century. The course German Cultural History 2 in the present semester will widen the historical perspective and try some sort of historical overview.

Procedure

· As in the first semester, each student will select and research a topic for an individual class presentation.

· The list of topics will be made available at the beginning of the course or earlier.

· Students should as well brush up their presentations from the first semester and be ready for making contributions to class discussion based upon these presentations any time. 

Content

· Introduction. Overview of European Cultural History.

· Schönberg, Mahler, Wagner, Brahms, Schubert, Beethoven, Mozart (with examples)
· German and European Culture at around 1800. Our procedure will be the same as in the first semester, just going a century backwards.
