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Objectives
We do not plan to introduce additional forms and styles of writing in this second semester of our course. Instead, we will try to pursue three objectives.
1. Getting more practice and routine with the forms of writing introduced in the first semester.

2. Widening the scope of our active vocabulary.

3. Making an effort for getting rid of these little mistakes we have been talking about so often.
Procedure and Content
· Using information and vocabulary from texts or books without as well speaking or writing the language of the respective source still is very difficult for most students. 
· Progress in this area requires some practice of the three following steps: Reading the source / making notes / writing your own composition by making use of your notes but not of the language of the source. 
· As this is a major skill necessary and useful for many careers, we will practice these three steps in various ways until you have acquired some routine.
· Selecting topics and therefore sources from as many different areas as possible will help you to considerably widen your active vocabulary. In addition to that, you will as well learn lots of things about the selected issues. 
· Learning something new about some topic still is the best way of learning the language necessary for writing and talking about the respective topic.
· In order to get rid of the above mentioned little mistakes, you will be asked to look for these in the work of some of your classmates. And you will get a grade for this. As you know, these mistakes do not have anything to do with language skills lacking. They are a matter of fuzziness and lacking concentration. We will have to find a way for changing this.
